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Daw Mill - Section 106 Agreement 
It was clear that Harworth Estates were not going to voluntarily deliver a 
Detailed Restoration Scheme (DRS) for Warwickshire County Council to 
approve.  Therefore the County Council  commenced enforcement action 
resulting in a date being set for a public inquiry.  As with all legal process 
the costs were high and the outcome uncertain.  Harworths therefore 
made a late decision to negotiate a legal agreement and the County 
Council agreed to withdraw the enforcement action.
 
Both Parties signed this contractual planning agreement called a section 
106 and are bound by parameters relating to design and the work to be 
undertaken. It also establishes time scales for delivery of the DRS, by 31 Jan 
2025. On the 4th March this Section 106 agreement with Harworth Estates 
the landowner of Daw Mill was completed. 
 
The County Council have provided us with a copy of this signed agreement 
which commits Harworth to submit a Detailed Restoration Scheme (DRS) 
for WCC approval by the 31st October 2024. 
 
The benefits are 
•	 It recognises the validity of the 1996 restoration obligation.
•	 This s106 agreement can be entered on the land registry as a charge on 

the title of DawMill. 
•	 It recognises that the enforcement action was withdrawn to enable 

detailed preparation and approval of a restoration within established 
parameters.

•	 It establishes processes for commitment to time scales.
•	 It is contractual on all parties evidencing and registering the County 

Council’s ongoing ability to seek enforcement if necessary.
 
The parameters can be found on our Facebook page. We consider this legal 
commitment to be positive progress and evidence of a commitment by 
Harworth Estates. As representatives of the community in the planning 
process we now hope to work with the parties to this agreement and keep 
you informed. We hope to report progress towards work starting on site 
without need for the unedifying spectacle of a public inquiry.
